approved laying down broad guidelines. The same has been approved by Law &
Finance Department and has been communicated vide memo no. 2181 dated

16.03.2026. Copy of communication dated 16.03.2026 is enclosed herewith.

It 1s my earnest request that all Advocate Associations across the State
may be intimated about enforceability of stipend scheme. The terms and
ceadition as formulated by the Trustee Committee and approved by Law &
Finance Department will be applicable. The applicants desirous of getting the
benefit of stipend are required to fulfill the conditions duly approved and
communicated. In view of aforesaid development, it seems appropriate that the
State Bar Council communicates the terms and conditions applicable for

entitlement to stipend to all Advocate Associations of the State.

In my considered view, there is no necessity of placing the
matter before the Cabinet, seeking approval in regard to the
Matrix which has been formulated by the Trustee Committee
placed on Pages 34-35/C, enclosed with letter of the
undersigned addressed to Secretary-cum-Legal Remembrancer,
Law Department, Government of Bihar. It is to be noticed that
the Cabinet approved the scheme to grant stipend of 5000/- per
month to Advocate freshly enrolled on or after 1st January, 2024
and in subsequent years. In Para-4(ka) it is provided that
Advocates enrolled on or after 01.01.2024 shall be entitled to
stipend of 5000/- per month for a period of three years on the
conditions (i) Enrolled with the Bihar State Bar Council, (ii)
should be Member of Advocate Association and certified by
Advocate Association that they are in active legal practice and
(ii) the amount shall be disbursed through Bihar Advocate
Welfare Trustee Committee. The Committee shall select eligible
advocates for payment of stipend. It is further provided that
detail guidelines will be issued by Bihar Advocate Trustee

Committee with the consent of Law Department and Finance
Department.

It needs to be mentioned that the conditions as
incorporated in the resolution of the Cabinet (Page 14-15/ C) no
change has been made in the guidelines. The guidelines on the
other hand provides for detail mechanism with a view to ensure
that such stipend is paid only to eligible advocates and therefore
certain measures are being adopted. The guideline, therefore, is
in consonance with Cabinet Resolution which provides that
detail guidelines shall be issued by the Trustee Committee with
the consent of Law Department and Finance Department.

In view of above, since no modification is being made in
any of the stipulations approved by the Cabinet, in my
considered view fresh Cabinet approval is not required.
